Every household in Montgomeryshire has recently received a National Grid
newsletter informing us of their intentions to site a new substation (Hub) and
132kV/400kV transmission lines here in Montgomeryshire to serve both ex-
isting and future Wind Farms in the area.

Down in the Vegetable Patch

There is a large amount of scrummy produce that you can be
planting now in April.  Historically, Easter is the time to plant
your potatoes that should, by now, have been chitting nicely
for the last few months.  You should see your broad beans if
started early progressing well but it is not too late to be sowing directly
outside. As for Runner and Dwarf French beans which are more sensitive
to any late frost we may have, should be started in pots in a greenhouse
or under a glass cold frame. Brassicas are ready to be sown in modules
and then moved into small pots, remember to check for club -root before
transplanting into your garden beds.

Brassicas include: Broccoli, Brussels sprouts, Cabbage (winter and sum-
mer varieties), Cauliflower and Kale.

The green house should be clean and ready for your tomato, pepper and
cucumber plants. There are many salad types that require successional
sowing in order to provide your household with a continuous supply of
healthy, yummy summer salads. Every two/three weeks you could be
sowing a variety of salad leaves, radish and spring onions.

Now the soil is warming up those weeds will be springing into action so
remember to have the hoe handy, leaving the weeds with roots showing
will stop them from growing, leaving them out on the soil placing them
around the base of plants and shrubs will allow the nutrients, they have
already sucked up out of the earth, to go back into the ground and not be
wasted. The dreaded slugs will also be keen to make an appearance in
your vegetable patch so whatever method you choose to deter this un-
wanted garden visitors needs to be put into place now, | personally prefer
